General Guidelines

State Only Events
The following state only events will be offered to students at the State Leadership Conference and DO 
NOT Advance to the National Leadership Conference.

The following are general guidelines for State STAR Events:

 Students may enter only one STAR Event (State or National).  In addition, they may enter the 
FCCLA Scrapbook Competition.

 There will be no minimum or maximum numbers of students who can be involved from any one 
chapter in any event.

 Chapters can have one or more entries in any of these events.

 All students will be required to pre-register for a specifi c event.  This includes the FCCLA 
Scrapbook Competition.

 All students that participate will be given a Gold (100-85), Silver (84-70) or Bronze (69-0) rating.

 Each student that receives a Gold, Silver or Bronze rating will receive a medal and a certifi cate.

 An overall state winner will not be identifi ed in the State STAR Events.  There is no national 
competition for these events.

 All competition participants must attend a mandatory registration meeting on site prior to 
competition, as listed in the State Leadership Conference Program.

 Refer to the specifi c guidelines for each event area.
